Yokohama’s vision

With the belief that international goodwill and mutual understanding will lead to world peace, Yokohama has developed
relationships with cities overseas across a period of many years. Those efforts received recognition by the United Nations,
and in 1987, Yokohama was designated as a ""Peace Messenger"

A proposal from the City Council to promote efforts towards peace was passed into legislation in June 2018. Based on this
resolution, Yokohama continues to emphasize efforts in international exchange, international cooperation, and support for a
multicultural society to contribute to lasting world peace.
